From Our Membors
Outlook -~ 1968
As we are already well into the eloction year of 1968,
this would seem to be a good time to take a hard and realis-

tic look at the upcoming election and what significance it
should have to us as members of the JSA. Don't expect mc, in

the following lines, to givo you any type of snoak preview of the Presidential con-
tost or to present any analysis of the various candidates or 'mon-candidates", (In
true Orwellian fashion, the two terms have come to mean exactly the same thing,)

Nor should you expect any advice on how to votc or what persons or parties to support.
This is ontirely up to the individual member, What I will try to present is an ana-
lysis of the opportunities and pitfalls which present themselves to the informed and
patriotic American every four years at olection time,

In 1964, many good Amcricans worked very hard for tho clection of Senator Gold-
wator to the Presidency., Howover, deospite their enormous sacrifices, the power of tl
establishment = particularly in its control of the comvmnications media - was more
than sufficient to overwhelm their efforts and olect the Johnson clique to power by
a gigantic majority, Wheroupon, thosc Americans who had worked so hard and desparatc
ly in the Goldwater campaign, concluded that all was lost and many sunk into a do-
foatist lethargy from which some are beginning to omerge only now, Now the fact tha'
all was not lost (at least not yet) was amply demonstrated by the upswing in conser-
vative and patriotic sentiment in the clections of 1966 and 1967 = an upswing made
possible by theo tremendous job of education in the idoas and principles of American-
ism which was accomplished during tho 1964 campaign, The idoas planted in the minds
of millions of Americans at that time were driven homo by tho harsh reality of John-
sonien "liberalism', tho Vietnam War, and govermmont financed civil insurrcction,
They resulted in the Consorvative cleoctorial victories of 1966 and 1967, What was
lost, however, by the dofoat of Goldwator and the defeatism of his supporters was a
great deal of time - tine that the loft has used to onormous advantago,

It is well to ramember in this connection that the Communists don't win fair
and honest elections, nor has this ever bothered them or slowed them down. For the
Cormunists and other totalitarian socialists (e,g, Hitler and company) the
of spontaneous and overwheliiing popular support is important. Its purposeo is to deo-
moralize both internal and external opposition and to gratify the cgo of the tyrants.
But the appeoarance is all that is important, Any tyrant realizes that actually main-
taining a genuine popular support over a long period of time is all but impossible,
since man = in spite of his many faults and imperfections - aspires to freedom and
to tho source of freedom, his Divine Creator, and no tyrant can tolerate such aspir-
ations, for they mean the begimning of the end for tyranny. To compensate for the
lack of a genuine, hoart-felt popular support, totalitarians of all varieties employ
deceoption and both physical and psychological torrorism, The influonce of the Com-
munists and of the left in goneral is felt in this country particularly through the
educational system and the mass commmnications media, It is the United States! "li-
beralized" educational system which produces the voters = intentionally misinformed
and misguided by their leftist, socialist teachers, It is the riass commnications
modia which presents the candidates to the voters and detormines whecther a candi-
date's image will be favorablo (as it will beo if he promotes socialistic programs)
or whothor tho imago will be unfavorable (as it will be so froquently if the candi-
date is a patriotic American,)

Fron this it can be casily secn that the Conservative or patriotic campaign wor-
ker is playing the clection gomo against a stacked dock, This does not moan that he
should not play the game at all, but it does mean that he should make a more realisti.
estimate of what he hopes to gct out of the game, lest by seotting his hapes too high,
he suffers & crushing disappointment when his candidate is defeated, What then,
should we expect to get out of an election campaign}

The most important thing we can hope to accomplish in an election campaign is tc
reach moro people end educate them in basic American and patriotic principles, Dur-
ing an clection year, people in general will think and talk more about politics than
at any other time., They will oxpect to be approached on behalf of wvarious candi-
dates or at least will not be surprised when they are approached, The patriot who
has a cendidate of his own persuasion is in a fortunate position at this time, since
he has the perfect opportunity to work simultansously for the election of his candi-
dato and for the education of his fellow Americans, Thus, even if his candidate is



defeated, tho effort put forth has not been wasted since many Americans will have be:
informed of dangerous trends, concorning which they were perhaps previously unaware,
It is probably of secondary importance that they believe all the inform-
ation that our patriotic worker gives theri, The chances are that they will believe
when the evidence of events confirms what they have been told, We can
only hope and pray to God that eventually will not be too late, It is perhaps well
to mention at this point that e conservative campaign worker need not be limited in
his educational efforts by the campaign literature of his candidatet!s party,
in theory this is the only literature he should use, in actual practice it is inpos-
sible for the party hierarchy to prevent him using outside literature, During the
campaign in 1994, the three most potont piecos of literature used were tho books
None Dare Call It Treason, A Texan Lioks at and A Choice, ot an Echo - none
of wvhich were official campaign literature,

But what of thc patriotic American who does not have any candidate whorm he hon-
ostly feels he can support? Should he sit out the election campaign in disgusted
silence? By no means! Romembor wiat has been said previously about people expect-
ing to be approached during an election campaign, A mamber of the JSA, for example,
standing on a strect handing out scie of our flyers to passeors~by will undoubtedly
be mistaken in a few more months for a campaign worker, The passer-=by will read the
flyer expecting to sce some candidate praised or denounced, Expecting to see parti-
san political positions he will perhaps be surprised and puzzled to find only an ex~
planation of some basic JSA principle or an analysis of a curront issue from the ste.
point of what is best for America, rather than what is best for a particular candi-
date or party, He will perhaps be pleasantly surprised at this departure from parti.
sanship and from the lies and misropresentation which accompany partisanship, At th-
very least he will be.a better informed American,

These then are the opportunities which present themselves in this election year.
Now we wish to say just a few words about the pitfalls, We have already dealt indir-
ectly with the danger of expecting too rmch too soon -~ of saying "All is lost if we
don't win this one." Took at it this way., If our fight for freedom depended in any
way on our winning clections, we would have lost a long time ago. Losing one more
only hurt us if we do not use to full advantage the opportunities presented by the
campaign, Aside from the pitfall of defeatism, however, there is another of perhaps
equal importance, This is the tendency of many conservatives to choose a candidate,
identify him completely with God, country, and liberty, and then take on all comers -
including any fellow patriots who might not see this particular candidete in exactly
the same light. This unfortunate tendency can sometimes be carried to really ridi-
culous lengths ~ as when a consorvative might try to provo that a candidate supportod
by other conservatives is really & leftist sympathizor, Naturally no one should ob-
Ject to the truth being brought out about any political figure = no matter how dis-
tasteful that truth may be. But when one candidate is called a ''sleeper'” or a phony
conservative merely to promote the intorests of a rival candidate, the situation has
alreedy gone too far, This kind of name calling leads only to a stmg "more patriotie
than thou! feeling which lends itself to disharmony and bitterness anong Conservative
Unfortunately, this tondency is already appearing among sore of the supporters of bol
Goveornor Reagan and Governor VJallace, It rmust be stopped irmiediately, We cannot af-
ford fratricidal strife which gives comfort only to our enomies,

To swmerize, we hope that all our members will use the election campaign of 19€
to the best advantage to promotc the principles of the JSA throughout the country ano
to awaken in all Americans a deeper devotion to God and country and a keener awarenes
of the dangers to our liberty posed by the Commnists and their allios, If we, with
the help of God, take care of these natters, the elections will take care of them~
selves,

Mti-Jewish Coalition Gains tho Ballot in California
A Special Report on the Peace and Freedon Party

Many Californians wore surprised to learn during tho lest week of December, 1967
that a new political party, calling itself the Peace and Freedoim: Party, had qualificr
for the ballot in the Golden State by registering more than 67,000 voters - follow-
ing hard on the heels of a similar success by Goorge iJallace!s Amorican Independent
Psrty., The Peaco end Iroedor: Party (hereinafter referred to as PFP) advocates two
primary positions - "irriediate and unilateral withdrawal of United States forcos fro:
Vietnan'" and "support for tho Black Revolution', The forior of these positions is
pretty unerbiguous and bo judged on its norits., Tho latter requires somewhat
closer exanination,

Your correspondent was present at a meoting held by FFP in Seoptember 1967 short”
after the Hew Politics Convention in Chicago, at which PFP was rcpresented. The
nain speaker at tho Scptembor mecting was Ayuko Babu, Mew Politics National Cormit-
tec mombor, a meitber of the 'Black Caucus'", and head of the Black Panther Party in
Los Mngeles.. Babu, facing a rather secrvileo audience, patiently outlined the posi-
tion of the Black Caucus on Israel and Zionisi, o position which had boen adopted by
the entire New Politics Convention., 2Zionism, he oxplained, was a tool of U.S, imper-
ialisii and if Jows in the United States wished to escape rising anti-dewish feelings
among black peopleo, thoy rmst coaso supporting and indeed rmst condarn Israel, They
rust further disassociate themselves from Jewish businessmen who are "exploiting'
black peoprle in the ghetto. In bored and condescending tones, Babu informed his aud-
ionce (mostly members of the PIP) that they must accept the leadership of militant
blacks if thoy wishod to accomplish anything for the revolution, Babu's statements
led to some disagreamient, but to a greater anount of breast-beating and servile faun-
ing, One Hegro, in particular, apologized to the audience in general and to Babu fo:
being merely a liberal instead of a revolutionary, stating that he would not "kill e
cop every day like I Imow I should,” The spectaclo was disgusting, but would be of
little interest if that had been the end of it,

3ut that was not the end of it, iround mid-Decenber, PFP - still far from gain-
ing the ballot and increasingly desparatc about its inability to gain many registrant
from the "ghetto" - amnounced that it was foruiing a coalition with the Black Panther
Party. The basis for this coalition was that PFP would take a strong stand in favor
of Hewy Newton, Black Panther "Defense Minister" scheduled to stand trial soon in Oa'
land for the murder of s policerman, Whether this coalition was responsible for the

tide of late which put FFP on the ballot is open to question., What is
clear is that PFP has consciously chosen to ally itself with about the most viscious
group of gun~toting thugs (their armed raid on the State is still of re-

cent memory) ever to appear on the California or indeed the national scene., And the
leaders of PFP can hardly claim to be unawere of the anti-Semitism of their new frie
since several of their leaders were present at the speech of Ayuko Babu which has pre
viously been referrod to., (Babu, incidentally, has since been accused of leading a
riot against Dow Chemicel Corporation at Cal State L.,A., and will stand trial

in the future,)

Your correspondent will watclh with interest future develorments of this new fore
on the California political scene and will riske further reports when necessary, In
the meantime, remember one thing, Most of the members of PFP are idealistic, but
badly brainwashed young college students, They actually think that by joining this
party they can do something for the cause of peace and civil rights., They do not re-
alize that aro simply being used as cannon fodder for revolution, that their
party does not stand for "peace and froedom”, but for civil race warfare and fascisi,
If you have any acquaintances who have becen misled into joining this party, you shoul
present to them the true facts about it,

town, The synagogue itself, closed two years ago, remains closed along with
thousands of other locked synagogues throughout the Soviet Union,

Novenber 15, - Reports reached the Baltimore Sun that the anti-Semitic
campaign of the Commnist Government of Poland had resulted in many Jews being
dismissed from their Jjobs after accused of sympathy for Israel,

And the tale goes on . « . an ugly tale of persecution and oppression which
if allowed to continue uninterrupted, can have only one ending - the total dis-
appearance of the Russian Jewish comminity and the total subjugation of those
small of Jews living in the captive nations of Eastern Europe. It is
not an easy thing to oonceive of the disappearance of one quarter of the world's
Jewish population, But, this is the prospect which the Jews of the Soviet Union
face today, Without Rabbis or synagogues, teachers or religious instruction, how
long can they hold out against the intense pressure being placed on them by their
Commnist masters? Without comrmnity organizations of any kind, how long can
they remain Jews in any meaningful sense of the word?

Not so long ago an old Jew wrote an "Obituary of the Jews of the Soviet
Union." This lanent was translated by Ben Ami in his rccent book, Between
Hammer and Sicikle, Tt reflects only too clearly the hopelossness of Soviet
Jewry,

Me suffer from an incurable disease which no doctor and no medicine will
help. do not agonize day by day, but from one hour to the next, We are lost
forever, We do not leave anyone to say memorial prayers for us, There is no one
to set a tombstone over us, and no sign of us will be left, We will be lost like
tho shadow of a passing bird and a stone that is hurled into the abyss ., . .
The Messiah will not come to the Jews of our generation in Russia, And if he
should, he would be too late. He will cote when there is no one left to save
from the darkness of our exile. , « "

We rust all in our powor to restore the lost hope of this Jew and of the
millions for whom he speaks, We cannot liberate the Soviet Jews and other captive
peoples overnight but there are things that we can do; there are steps that we
can undertake which will bring closer the eventual day of liberation, We must
continue to cry out against the horrors of Soviet __ mist continue
to demonstrate at Soviet embassies and before the U =~ and most importantly, we
mast continue to work toward the day wihen a strongly anti-Comrmnist govermient
will take office in Washington, & government which will not fear to apply the
necessa y economic and diplomatic pressures against the Commnist Empire to force
the tyrants to open the gates of emigration to the oppressed millions who
seek escape frou the horrors of Bolshevik rule, Thils is our task here in America,
Let us proceed with it with confidence in the justice of our cause and a firm
faith in the ultinate triwaph of freedom,

the Jews in Russia but "no such policy exists in the Johnson Administration,"



The Kepublican leadcr announced that 'whon the next measure comes before
Congress involving East~llest trade or a similar appropriate bill" he would offer
an amendment, preferably with bipartisan support, to specify that the Kremlin

"display concern for opinion in Soviet policies affecting the Jews.”

ne pointed out that "Federal laws now require that all business concerns
trading with the Government treat employces on a non-discrininatory basis,” A
similar demand, he said should be made of the USSR, fnti~Jewish policies might
be ameliorated if "the Kremlin comes to realize that such bias is simply bad
business in terms of world trade and commerce, "

Recalling that Presidents Grant and Taft used Government influence to aid
oppressed Jews cbroad, Ford noted our Govermrmcnt has expressed itself on
the racial policies of the Union of South Africa and Rhodesia,” He charged that
President Johnson did nothing in his dealings with Soviet leaders to help Russian
Jeus,

Ford said he did not understand "why more cannot be done in Washington to
let the rulers of the Soviet Union know that the Government of the United States
cares about what happens to the Russilans of Jewish faith,” He noted that "some
say that it is all too easy for an opposition political party to oppose policies
of the Administration,' In this instance, however, he wanted 'to propose a poli~
cy to help Russi n Jews' because *no such policy ecxists,”

Asserting his belief that Russia is responsive, within 1imits, to world
public opinion, Ford added that '"there are things that the Kremlin wants from
the United States.! He cited an international aviation agreement and Moscow's
desire to expand trade with the United States,

Such measures, in cases requiring Congressional approval, may be amended
with anti-bias clausos "o dramatizeo to the Russians that we nean business,"

Administretion sources have responded that intervention in the "internal
affairs" of the USSR to the Jews was undesirable, They said such a move
might be embarrassing to U,.,3, diplomacy because it would indicate to the Arabs
that Washington had some special concern for foreign Jewlsh corsmnities, Also,
State Department officials said, it might "genorate anti-Semitism in Moscow’
while giving the Xremlin Yidoas about protosting the treatment of Negroes in
the United States,'

Ford said that regardless of Administration opposition ho thought his mea-
sure would pass,

He added that "I have yet to hear our President publicly voice gratification
that Israel, a freo nation, has defeated aggression,”

Ford said "pressures against the Jewish people {in Russie) have been inten-~
sified following the dofeat by Isracl the Arab aggression,
When the USSR severed diplomatic relations with Israel last June, all exit visas
for Jews were abtruptly cancelled," He warned that "systomatic cultural genocide
may finally liquidste the once-flourishing Russian Jewish corrmnity,"

According to Ford, his anendment "would keep the faith with the six million
Jews who died during World Var II, We grievo that some of those brutal murders
could have been averted Ly more affirmativo action by free people of other lands
at that time,"

Ford recalled that the President "said many times that we aro in Vietnam
to draw a line against Comsmnist aggression.,"” "I camnot understand how we are
keeping faith with our brave men in Vietnam, who aro holding the line, when we
are so nysteriously silent about the end run the Russilans are taking through the
Middle East and into the Hediterranean,” the Republican leader said, Nor could
he understand "why the Johnson Administration finds so many excuses for failing
to aid the opprossed Jews of Russia,"

"The conscience of the world was not aroused until too late when Nazi geno-
cide liquidatec over six million Jewish pcople,’ said Ford, "Some of the surviv-
ors of iMazism, those who resido in the Soviet Union, find themselves again sub-
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Jected to discriminatory trestment because of their religious faith, Ford re-
called,

Some liotes and Recollections on the Groat Riot at San Francisco State
Lawrence Beliz

As a reporter for the college radio station, I had a chance to see a lot
riore than nost students on the day of the great riot of December 6, 1967 at
San Francisco State. I was statliloned inside the administration building, the
ideal (if you can call. it that) viewing spot,

Trouble first started with the cutting off of further funds for ''Open
Process', a radical weekly newspaper which had published a questionable poom
cdedicated to a member of tho faculty, The editor and a staff member were sus-
pended, A little later, in a "ecivil rights" dispute, nine members of the Black
Students Union, an anti-~white extremist organization, wero arrosted for breaking
into tlie office of the "Daily Gater', terrorizing the staff and beating up the
editor,

On the morning of December 6, Hoodlwuns of the lowost order were imported
onto the campus, Thoy gathered in small groups here and there, The college
radio station was working feverishly on keeping up to date on all the upcoming
developments, It is to be pointed out that this "demonstration” was planned

by the tlovement Against Political Suspensions or which is a coalition
of ultra-leftist students, The noon hour was the deadline for the lifting of
the suspensions of aforementioned students, The college radio station sent

me down to the administration building just before its doors were locked against
the anticipated "mill-in" as MAPS called it., A swmall group- of ncwsien were in-
side and on top of the administration building, Shortly before noon, a man with
a bullhorn to attract a crowd, Pretty soon, the crowd was led up to

the entrance of the Administration Building,

Left-wing agitators raved and frothed at the mouth, A& group of students
formed by the glass doors and started to pound on them in rhythm to the chant
of "HEIL MO, NO SUSFENSIONS!!I!'", As time wore on, the crowd worked itself up
to higher and higher plateaus of maddened frenzy, The glass coors rocked more
and more violently until some feet kicked away glass at the bottom of one
of the doors, Slivers of glass from the shattered door fell to the ground and
the first person in was a bearded, scroungy looking type. A few seconds later,
John Gerassi, a pro-Corrmwist professor, made his way in and embraced one of
the students for hiz or her (I couldn't tell the seox) part in breaking down the
door,

People streamed in through the shattered door, Windows could occasionally
be heard breaking, Ashtrays overturned and fire extinguishers were ripped
from their moorings, Some students were carrying signs of the organizations
which participated in the anarchy., OCno sign said - San Jose 3D3, and another
sald - Iranian Students Union, which is a leftist organization which opposes
the Shah's present govermment in Iran, A couple of students put up a sign on
the transom of the Administration Building which said - Liberated Area,

T was reporting into my tape recorder when all of a sudden, an irate rioter
grabbed me by the collar and asked who I was reporting for, I told him, He
then knocked mny tape recorder out of nfy hands and slammed me against the wall,
snarling, "Don't report this!" I did not to get back my tape recorder be-~
cause I did not want to risk getting beaten up by the rioters. A bunch of news-
men imnediately started to interview me, with leftists in the background remark-
ing that I was working for the CIA, FBI or some other investigative body. This
incident was later given mention on Radio and TV,



T later learned that the rioters had hit rmuch more than just the Adminis-
tration Building, They attacked people in the cafeteria, looted and set a small
fire in the bookstore, swashed some of its windows and fired two shots through
one window, Some neusmen had their cameras smashed and were physically assault-~
ed, The thugs who were imported onto the campus were so cantankerous that
they sometimes fought , , thenselves, It was quite a miracle that nobody
was killed, The police did absolutely nothing; not one single person was ar-
rested that day,

President John gave his excuse for not calling on the police
as to ‘'avoid provoking a bloodbath®! This excuse is not bought by many students
at S,F. State ~ they have other ideas on the subject,

Is it oven rarotoly conceivable that cven if all firosrins woro complotely out-
lawod, if it woro 1lloegel to menufacturc or import thom, and for oven polico officors
to own them - 1is it ovon romotoly concoivablc that assortod criminals from hoad-
busters to Communists would not take adv ntago of this lush opportunity, and manmu-
facture thoir own guns for criminel purposos, just as thoy nmamifacturod whisky dur-
ing Prohibition,

Concaivably, most pooplo would agroc that such logislation would bo good if it
somehow wero ablo to oliminato all firocarms, but sinco in roality it can't,
its only offect is to disarm rosponsibleo citizens, who obey laws, and ignoroc armed
criminals, who don't, Its only rosult is to transfor powor from the formor to the

It sooms that under Hitlor, law-abiding Gormans had no unalicnable right to
boar arms., To do so thcy had to have a permit, issued by tho political criminals
thon running tho country, but of coursc no pormit was grantod to "spics, and pco-
plo suspocted of acting against tho state," writos Robort Schulzo in his description
of the law . Borlin, Doutscher, Verschlag, 1938, page 9).

"Al1l the weapons production and weapon solling books have to be in a vory dur-
ablc covor, the pasges rmst be in nuricrical scquonce, and the police must put thoir
starip on tho pagous, Nothing is allowed to be crascd from tho book, and it rmst bo
written vory logibly in ink (page 18) . -

Schulze, deerood as follows: ''Tho mailing of ordors through travoling salesnen is
only allowod to thoso pooplo who show that thoy have a pormit to producc weapons,
or who are allowed to carry a woapon" (page 11).

Poor Havo IConfrontation'
About 50 Park District polico, somec wearing riot helmots and cradling shot-

guns, massod at tho ontrance of Rosurroction City carly today as 100 angry rosidents
shouted insults and scveral pop bottles wore thrown,

Poor Pooplo's City Marshals finally pecrsuadoed tho rosidents to roturn to tho r
plywood homes, and tho last of the policomon left boforc dawvm,

Tho canc aftor six Negro tocnagors toting wooden tont-poles ro-
turncd from an "cat—in" at tho Statlor Hilton Hotel, 16th and K strcots nw, walkod
up to three policomcen, ono whito and two Nogro, ncar Rosurrcction's main gato, chant-
ing, "Going tc got us a whitoy . . . Going to got us a policanan,”

The teon-agers wero prossod back to tho city "limits" whore small clusters of
angry rosidonts were alroady rmittoering over two difforont runors that had beon
" sproading thru the camp all cvening,

Ono was that a Negro toon-agor from tho eity, hit ovor tho head with a basoball
bat Tuesday when he and some companions fought with non-canmp youngstors playing soft-
ball ncarby, had dicd, (Ho hadn't and is rocovering in a hospital here,)

Tho othor rumor was that a policcman had just knifod & residont. Androa Poscy,
colored, of Birmingh m, Ala,, was takon to Froodmen'!s Hospital at 9:15 last night
with a throat cut and a cut abovo tho oyo, Park Police said ho was injurod insido
tho camp whero thoy aro not permitted to onter, and that a fellow campor did it,

With that rood, about 100 Recsurroction City rosidonts advanced toward the po-
licomon at the gato. Reinforcaments wero rushed to the sconc, and tho camp
marshals finally quclled the troublae.

Shortly after 2:30 a,m,, after all had quiotod down tho Rov, James Bovol arriver
and tappod policoman on tho shouldor,



"May I inmgquiro why police arc standing around with shotguns?"

Ho was diroctod to a Park Polico officour and demanded that tho armod polico be
withdrawm,

"dhon you got irmaturo bottlo throwors togothor with immaturc policcmen, you
havo the makings of a riot,"” he told the official,

"Is ovorything gquict inside tho camp now?" the officor said,

Rov, Boveol sprcad his hands, "Evorything'!s cool ovorywhore,"

About 60 rosidents one of thoir busos to the hotol carlicr aftor hoaring
that tho Rov. A. D, King, brothor of thec latc Rcv, Dr, Martin Luther King, Jr. was
turned away from the Stecakhouso becausc ho wasn’t wearing a tio,

Tho campors scatod themsclvos in tho dining room, Hotol officials called polico,
wont ahoad anc scrvod them, D,C, Public Safety Diroctor Patrick Murphy, Deputy

Chief Jerry V., Wilson, Insp, Bugonc Gooding, a roprosontative the U,S, Attornocy
Genoral, and othors rushod to the sceono, observod for awhilc, and leoft.

A Statlor spokesmsan said the dinnor bill was "scttleilnon-violontly and wo con-
sidor it a closcd incident.”

Last night's was at lecast tho second violent inecident at the camp, On Tuesday
whon two ministers werce boaten as they tried to loave. Thoy wero ecut and bruisced,
but refusod treatmont and asked that thoy not be identifiod,

The teoxt of the statement is signed simply and
anonymously: a group of members of the Central Committee of tho Commnist
Party..

WHO BELIEVES SOVIET CLAIM?

'Bocause of what I have said in rocounting tho history of this matter and
