LUDWIG BDIElll1 ANS, 195') artist, was a sponsor for the American 
Committee for ProtectLon of the Foreign Born, cited as com­
munistic and subversi'le b y the US Attorney General. 

MARC CHAGALL, artist of 1960 card, was connected with "School 
of Jewish Studies" cited as a communist training school b y 
the US Attorney General; was a sponsor of Stockholm Peace 
Appeal, c ited as a communist-front b y the House Committee on 
Un-American Activities; was a sponsor af American Youth for 
Democracy, cited by the Attorney General, the House Commit:tee 
on Un-American Activities and the Senate Internal Security 
Sub-Committee, as a communist-front. 

HANS ERNI, artist of 1957 card, is an ardent fellow traveler 
and leader of the Swiss-Soviet Friendship Association. He 
was refused admiss ion to the United States because of his 
Communist affiliations and activities. 

ANTONIO FRASCONI, artist of 1958 card, was a sponsor of the 
Writers Rnd Artists Against the Mundt Bill, cited as commun­
istic and subversive. 

DONG KING~lAN, artist of 1959 card, signer of the Artists 
Front to Win the War, cited as a communist front b y HCUA. 

DORIS LEE, artist of 1959 card, was a signer for American 
Committee to Save Refugees, cited as a communist front by 
HCUA; a sig ner for American Co u nc il on Soviet Relations, cit­
ed by both the Attorney General and HCUA; a signer for Artists 
Front to Win the War, cited as communist by HCUA; signer of 
Call for American Artis t Congress, c ited b y HCUA; and she 
signed a statement requesting aid for the Sov i et Union and 
Red China. 

BEN S HAHN , artist of the official 1958 UNICEF card, has been 
connected with 21 communist front organiz ations and when the 
House Committee on Un-American Acti vi ties .questioned him he 
took the Fifth Amendrrent 28 times. 

PABLO PICASSO, artist of 1961 UNICEF card, is a world renOWn 
French Communist and is the artist of the communist "Peace 
Dove" . 

The UNICEF cards carry tne greeting "Season's Greetings" in 
five languages, including Russian, but there has never been 
any report of the Russian people buying these cards.

PRESIDENT KENNEDY 
IN DANGER? 

Editor, TilE WANDERF.R: 
I was deeply int erested in Shel­

don Emrey's account [" Wanderer 
Forum,,. October 17thJ of Air 
Force men, soldiers with rifles at 
the ready, Hi g hway Patrol officers. 
helicopters, guards, etc., bein g 
out in full force day and night 
when President Kennedy visited 
Dulu !h . This account is most ex­
lraordinary - but even more 
alarming, and not for the reasons 
Mr. Emry gives: " i\lr. Kennedy 
is now showing a visible power 
in the soldiers that he had not 
displayed openly before." 

Pcrsonally, and for many other 
rcasons. I do nol think Mr. Ken­
nedy " is now showing a visible 
power . ." Only a few months 
ago Mr. Ke nnedy mingled affabl y 
with crowds, shaking hands, mov­
j ,,~ amon g them , shrugging off 
Sl'ITet Service men anti leaving 
thl'm behind. Why, then , this sud­
den change? 

In the first place, the world is 
becoming more and more turbu­
lent daily, even hourly. This fact 
appears only in small items in 
the newspapers ; apparently the 
press is being cautious about the 
terrible situation, and this i~ 
alarming in itself. Despite that 
test-ban treaty it is most obvious 
that Mr. Kennedy is quite aware 
that peace is not at hand and 
tllat, on the contrary, the inter­
national situation with respect to 
Communism is growing increas­
in~ly ominolls. I receiv(! hllndreds 
of letters a year from all over the 
world , even from behind the Iron 
Curtain , from fans of mine. Late-

Iy the letlers .are fUll of disquiet ,\ 
a sense of disaster near at hand . 
Letters trom my relatives in Eng­
land and In'land express great 
uneasiness. It is as if free men 
everywhere now "feel" a monster 
threat, even though a few months 
ago they were somewhat amused, 
as they wrote me, at America's 
"attitu;le towards Russia ." Hu­
;nan beings have instincts as well 
as the lower animals, and it is 
obvious, to me at least, that hu­
man instinct is stirring in fear 
everywhere. We all know that 
thert" is not a spot on earth which 
i . .; 'lot now in a state of suppressed 
chaos or open danger or march­

; ing with soldiers or war or in­
, tell se uneas iness . 

The enemies of freedom and 
God arc everywhere in ever\' 
cOlin try of the West. It is pos­
sible that Mr . Kennedy is in per­
sonal jeopardy from them , a mat­
ter which is not being mentioned 

I in the newspapers. Indeed. it is 
very probable. Presidents have 
been ml!rdered before in our 
history, and in less dreadful 
times. Among our enemies there 
are many madmen . I receive 
quite a number of pro-Communist 
and "lib~ra f" periodicals . and 
some are quite inAammatory 
against Mr. Kennedy. The ton e 
of the "liberal" periodicals ­
some of our big monthly maga­
zincs , for instance - are wrath­
ful agains t our President. It seems 
that th~y had expected him to 
overthrow the Constitution and 
set up a s ort of crypto-Communi s t 
Idictatorship. (They call it "prog­
Iress ." ) He has di~appointed them, 
and there is no canard too mean 
for th e m to print and no sneer 

too ug ly f OT. some .:of th r i, l' ~[! es. 
His pare lIb . ill S WIfe, his children . 
his brothers and sisters, are held 
up to ridicule in a lot of the 
" liberal " and pro-Communist 
press. This may come as a sur­
prise to many of my COIlserva­
tive brothers and sisters . As that 
part of our national press is in­
t1ueneed from Moscow it is easy 
to see the temper of many of 
them . And that temper can easily 
inflame madmen . The very fact 
that Mr. Kennedy is apparently 
now being so closely guarded 
should alarm all of us very deep- I 
ly, whether or not we agree with 
the President on politicalmallers. 
The mere thought of l\Ir. Kennedy 
hring assassinated should make 
all of us shudder. for the reper­
cuss iol's in America would be 
mo~ t terrible and disorder would 
result at the \'ery least. 

Then there are the "agents 
provocateur" who would just love 
ueh an "incidenl." I know . I reali 

some of their literature. It would 
delight them - and serve their 
evil purpose - if harm came to 
'Ir . Ke nnedy. I have already sent 
a sample to the Department of 
.Justice; it actually suggested that 
our Presicient be lynched I 

Ralher than being alarmed. per­
haps, we should feel relief that 
our President is being guarded as 
:\/r. Emry relates. whether we arc 
DrJ110cra ts or Repllbli<:ans . 1. for 
one. aJ11 relieved . .
